Grow on, 
planting outside or protecting with cloches until frost 
risk has passed.  Alternatively, sow direct into prepared, 
warm, moist soil, first erecting canes or netting to 
eventually support plants, sowing one seed per cane or at 
15-23cm (6-9") intervals along the row at a depth of 50mm 
(2"). Grows best in rich, well prepared soil. Conserve 
moisture by mulching with manure, straw or a layer of 
grass clippings.

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 Freeze soon after harvest for 
maximum nutrient retention.
